
Formed By His Word                                                  Genesis 3//Isaiah 53:1-12
Part I-Slow down, ask the Holy Spirit to lead you as you read through Genesis 3 one time. Read slowly, soaking in the Word of God, every word has meaning and God’s words are powerful and active. After that answer the questions.
1. According to verse 7 of Genesis 3 what was the consequence of their sin? What do you think that meant for them?
2. With their eyes open knowing they were naked what did they do to fix their situation according to verse 7?
3. What does verse 8 tell us about man’s/woman’s relationship with God prior to the fall?
4. How well did their strategy to cover themselves work when God came walking in verse 8? 
5. God rejected their covering of fig leaves. In verse 21 how did God cover their shame?
6. Read the quotes below and than answer the question.
·  (Francis Schaeffer) "Immediately after their rebellion, (Adam and Eve) were now afraid and tried to cover themselves. But in verse 21, God took this covering away and gave them a coat of skins . . . Probably, these were the first animals to die. This indicates, I believe, that man could not stand before God in his own covering. Rather, he needed a covering from God . . . that required sacrifice and death—a covering provided not by man but by God. One would want to be careful not to press this into dogma . . . but (I believe) that this was the beginning of the Old Testament sacrificial system . . .  (Francis Schaeffer, Genesis In Space and Time, p. 105,106)
· (Keil and Delitzsch) "By selecting the skins of beasts for the clothing of the first (people), and therefore causing the death or slaughter of beasts for that purpose, he showed them how they might use the sovereignty they possessed over the animals for their own good, and even sacrifice animal life for the preservation of humans; so that this act of God laid the foundation for the sacrifices . . . Clothed in this sign of mercy, the man was driven out of Paradise, to bear the punishment of his sin . . . " (Keil and Delitzsch, Commentary on the Old Testament, vol. 1, p. 106)
· This was probably the first animal sacrifice ever. What Biblical precedent about God and sin is established in verse 21?

7. Read Isaiah 53 1-12 and make a list of every way that Jesus is described as a sacrifice.
8. In what way can Jesus’ sacrifice be considered a substitute for our own punishment according to Is 53:1-12?
9. Which part of the sacrificial work of Jesus in Is 53 stands out to you?

Part III-Read through the passage and your notes a 3rd time. Listen for what the Holy Spirit wants to emphasize. Ask God about your personal response to him from this passage. The Spirit of God is active and alive so what is he drawing your attention to, what treasure is unfolding before you or conviction he is bringing, so the question that remains is how will you respond.
